Members are entitled to claim against the club’s third
party liability cover in the event of causing injury or loss
to a third party whilst fishing in the UK; be it on a PAC
event or individually. Members may claim up to £10m in
any one year, even if there were multiple claims made
against members we are fully covered should the
unthinkable happen. Full terms and conditions of cover
are available on request.
